News and Views from St. Patrick’s Catholic Church

WHY CONFESS? WHY NOT? 

This week, our parish gets the opportunity to teach yet another group of second graders the value of the 
sacrament of reconciliation, as these children receive this particular sacrament for the first time. This 
year, we will confer the sacrament upon over ninety children from our school and religious education 
programs. During this catechetical moment each year, I usually have the opportunity to talk about the 
sacraments with the parents of these kids, who often lament about not going to confession very often 
themselves. It is about this particular subject that I would like to base this week’s “News and Notes.” 
 
In my experience as a priest, I have found that a good number of faithful people who attend Mass just do 
not like going to reconciliation. Some will go legal and cite the second precept of the Church, which 
states that a Catholic should go to confession at least once a year but only when serious sin is concerned. 
I have listened to some people say to me that they do not have time for confession or that that they can 
confess their sins directly to God or whatever other reason they might offer. As a priest for almost fifteen 
years, I have come to learn how the faithful in some parishes have been conditioned to learn about the 
importance of cleansing their souls from sins and other faithful have not. Generally speaking, the good 
folks at St. Pat’s often fall into the latter category. 
 
The fact is, many people just don’t like going to confession. Who wants to talk about the things that they 
do wrong in life or the areas in which they are not sufficient? Who wants to talk about the things that 
they have done or the things that they have failed to do. In short, why confess? Why is it important? 
 
In previous homilies, I have referred to the words that our Holy Father addressed to second graders a 
couple of years ago, as he compared the faithful visits in the confessional to a child frequently cleaning 
his or her room. Clean the room once a week and the dust does not accumulate in the room. Never clean 
your room and the dust, which seems harmless in small amounts, builds to a point where a person can-
not breathe. 
 
On the theological side, I teach that every sacrament is a public testimony in which both God and the 
community support those who receive sacraments. When you get baptized, you are supported by God 
and the community. When you get married, the celebration takes place in the Church where the family 
community are called to support those who receive the sacraments. In the sacrament of reconciliation, 
we learn that when we sin, we sin against both God and the community and need the forgiveness of both 
God and the community as well. The priest, in these occasions, represents both God and the faithful in 
the confessional; when the priest absolves the penitent in the name of both, the page turns fresh. 
 
On a pastoral level, I teach people that the sacrament of reconciliation is a therapeutic one. Where else 
in life can you receive unconditional love and forgiveness from someone that does not seek retribution or 
vengeance? If you have not had a chance to confess, we welcome you back to the one place where the 
person who seeks forgiveness is given pardon in overabundance.  May we all teach our kids, and our-
selves, that the best way to live a content life is to free ourselves from that which binds us, in God’s 
name.

SAN HILARIO DE POITIERS (c. 315-367) 13 de 
enero Nació en Poitiers (Francia) y durante su 
juventud abrazó el cristianismo junto con toda su 
familia. Gracias a su ejemplo cristiano, su misma 
gente lo eligió como obispo en el año 353. Como 
obispo destacó por su formación intelectual y su 
firmeza en la defensa de la fe, especialmente 
contra los arrianos, un grupo de cristianos que 
negaban la divinidad de Cristo. Fue desterrado a 
Frigia (Asia) en el año 356, pero esto no le impidió 
defender a la Iglesia de los ataques, debatiendo 
incluso, a los obispos arrianos. Debido a la firmeza 
y conocimiento de causa con que combatía a sus 
interlocutores, los mismos arrianos pidieron al 
Emperador que lo regresara a casa, a su Iglesia, 
donde se habían mantenido fieles a sus 
enseñanzas. Con los obispos que habían cedido a 
los arrianos fue firme para hacerles ver sus errores, 

pero compasivo en su trato con ellos. Su celo por 
la fe, así como sus escritos le valieron el título de 
“maestro de las Iglesias”. En 1851 el Papa Pío IX lo 
declaró Doctor de la Iglesia.
