Dear Friends, 
 
The Church in Latin America boasts the world’s largest Catholic population. However, a study commis-
sioned in the late 1990s by CELAM, the federation of Latin American Catholic bishops’ conferences, 
found that Latin Americans were leaving the Church at the alarming rate of approximately 8,000 people 
each day. 
This exodus is the result of complex factors, ranging from the strain that economic globalization places 
on communities to well-financed competition from other groups that are drawing people away from the 
Church. Because of a very low priest-to-parishioner ratio and the local churches’ inability to support the 
substantial number of parishioners, many of the faithful often seek a closer sense of community else-
where. In addition, migration across the region can rupture the bonds of family and community in which 
faith is nurtured and grows. 
 
To confront these tendencies, the Collection for the Church in Latin America supports pastoral pro-
jects that engage Latin American parishioners in their faith and strengthen their sense of mission and 
identity with the Church. Your generous support of the Collection provides evangelization in rural and 
poverty-stricken areas, religious training, and catechesis and formation programs. The cost of a daily cup 
of coffee could provide a young girl with her First Holy Communion book. 
 
Together, we can keep faith with the Church in Latin America. Thank you for your generous re-
sponse, and may God bless you and your loved ones.

What is Planned Giving?

 Tax Deferred Savings Plans - Money in an 
IRA or other similar plan is subject to in-
come tax when withdrawn and if left in your 
estate may be subject to estate taxes as 
well.  If you make St. Patrick’s the remainder 
beneficiary neither of those taxes may be 
paid.
