UN TIEMPO SANTO 
Para los que vivimos más al norte, estamos en ple-
no invierno. Y para todos nosotros, del norte y del 
sur, las fiestas han pasado. Sentimos el inicio de 
un largo y arduo tramo de tiempo en blanco.

SANTOS TIMOTEO Y TITO 26 de enero 
Timoteo y Tito fueron colaboradores cercanos del 
apóstol Pablo. Timoteo es descrito por Pablo co-
mo un “hombre de Dios” a quien le pide que no se 
abochorne de ser joven y que no permita que al-
guien lo desprecie por ser un líder joven. Asimis-
mo, fue su compañero apostólico en la evangeliza-
ción de Tesalónica, Corinto y Éfeso. De esta últi-
ma comunidad fue su obispo y ahí tuvo como en-
cargo organizar la comunidad y sus ministerios. 
Fue testigo del martirio de Pablo y, posteriormen-

te, él mismo sufrió el martirio. Tito fue convertido 
al cristianismo por el mismo Pablo. Es Pablo 
quien destaca en Tito las cualidades de artífice de 
la paz, administrador, mediador en los conflictos 
y de gran capacidad para organizar las comunida-
des nacientes que enfrentaban el acecho de la falsa 
doctrina. Tito murió, según las fuentes a los 93 
años. Pablo escribe a ambos, en sus cartas pasto-
rales, respecto a las cualidades que ellos, como 
obispos, deben tener. Asimismo, recorre uno a 
uno los ministerios de la Iglesia y los comporta-
mientos que deben ser observados por los miem-
bros de la comunidad.
