For our entertainment, we hosted the Keigher Irish Dancers 
and the Halbur Family, who provided wonderful music and dancing from our local talent pool. We 
played the event to a full gym and the event turned out to be a wonderfully social experience for those 
who were present during the evening. 
 
And so, back by popular demand, we have decided to hold the Irish Mass and dinner again this year as 
part of a fundraiser that will take place on Saturday, March 20 with the Irish-themed Mass at 4:30 p.m. 
and the dinner and entertainment starting a 4:00 p.m. and ending at 8:00 p.m. As always, this endeavor 
serves as a joint effort between our Parent Teacher Organization, our Men’s Club and our Council of 
Catholic Women. Much thanks also to Maria Jankowski and the slew of volunteers who have dedicated 
themselves to this event for now three years running. 
 
The evening begins with our 4:30 p.m. Mass, with a bagpiper concluding our Mass and leading the faith-
ful to our gymnasium for our festivities. After the Mass, you are invited to join us for the dinner and en-
tertainment, which will cost $10 per adult, $9 per senior and $6 per child (16 and under). In addition, 
carry-outs that will be available. Our Parent Teacher Organization will be selling desserts for the event 
and our Men’s Club will be selling refreshments. All proceeds benefit St. Patrick’s School. Please help 
support these causes by your participation at these events. More importantly, let’s show our Shamrock 
Spirit and help build a community that has grown together since 1838! 
 
On a different note, I certainly wish to thank Dave & Joyce Schroeder for coordinating this year’s Sham-
rock Gala XIII, which was held at The Patrick Haley Mansion on February 13. Because of their efforts, 
over 200 people attended this event, which honored the Jack & Mary Lou Querio, as well as Fr. George 
Kleped. At the event, our Illinois State Senator A. J. Wilhemi offered a special Senate Award of Recogni-
tion to Fr. George Klepec to his service within the Joliet Community, as well as his service to our Catho-
lic Church.  
 
As we learn in the scriptures, we all serve as members of the body, with Christ as our head (1 Corin-
thians 12). Each of us have a role to play in this community and each of these roles is very much needed 
for the sake of the faith. When we pray together, play together, work together, we show our Lord how 
people of different customs and ways of life can work together as one.

What types of gifts are we talking about? 
 

 Bequests - Through your will you can bequeath to St. Patrick’s a 
fixed amount, a percentage of your estate or the remainder after 
other choices have been made.  Example language might be: “To St. 
Patrick’s Church of Joliet, I leave the sum of $75,000 to be used at 
the discretion of the recipient.”  Any bequest to St. Patrick’s you 
make will reduce the size of your estate and could reduce the estate 
taxes that may be due. 

 Life Insurance - By naming St. Patrick’s as the beneficiary of a life 
insurance policy your premiums may be tax deductible and it will 
help ensure the future of St. Patrick’s Church. 

 Tax Deferred Savings Plans - Money in an IRA or other similar plan 
is subject to income tax when withdrawn and if left in your estate may be subject to estate taxes as 
well.  If you make St. Patrick’s the remainder beneficiary neither of those taxes may be paid. 

 A variety of Charitable Trusts and Annuities -  There are a variety of giving options that can pro-
vide you or future generations income, rights to property or assets with tax savings and generous 
support to St. Patrick’s.  Please consult with your attorney or other advisor on what is best for 
you.  Always feel free to contact the parish office for more information.

EL CORAZÓN DE LA CONVERSIÓN 
 
Las lecturas bíblicas de hoy nos traen al corazón 
del significado del camino cristiano de la conver-
sión. Pablo lo resume con gran hermosura: “El que 
vive en Cristo es una criatura nueva; para él todo lo 
viejo ha pasado” (2 Corintios 5:17). El pasaje del 
Evangelio, la parábola del hijo pródigo, nos mues-
tra cómo es esta nueva creación. Se trata de 
“reconciliación”. Así como Dios quita el yugo de la 
esclavitud de las espaldas de los israelitas – vea la 
primera lectura de hoy– de igual manera el padre 
en el Evangelio quita el yugo de la culpa y la ver-
güenza de las espaldas de su hijo descarriado. Pri-
mero, aquel hijo debió volver la espalda a su peca-
do e ir en busca de su padre y pedirle perdón. Es 
precisamente lo que hemos estado haciendo duran-
te este tiempo de arrepentimiento. Apenas pode-
mos imaginar el tipo de fiesta de reconciliación que 
nos espera cuando somos abrazados por nuestro 
Dios de perdón.

SAN PATRICIO (c. 389-461) 17 de marzo  
 
Patricio nació en la actual Escocia en la familia de 
un soldado romano. A los 16 años fue capturado 
por piratas irlandeses y sometido a seis años de 
pastoreo y sufrimiento. Luego de varios intentos 
pudo escapar, regresó a su tierra y se ordenó sacer-
dote. A los 46 años volvió a Irlanda del Norte como 
obispo y misionero. Gracias al conocimiento del 
idioma y la cultura se dedicó a evangelizar a los 

líderes de las tribus, comenzando por la más influ-
yente y poderosa: Los taras. Pese a las amenazas 
contra su vida, continuó predicando el Evangelio, 
fundando conventos, monasterios, parroquias, 
además de cristianizar los ritos paganos, como el 
de la ceremonia del fuego, que fue conquistado con 
la celebración del fuego nuevo en la Vigilia Pascual, 
desafiando abiertamente la costumbre impuesta 
por los sacerdotes de la religión celta. Esto por po-
co le cuesta la vida, pero fue su victoria y con ella, 
la del cristianismo. El patrono de Irlanda es cono-
cido también por el uso que hizo de la hoja de un 
trébol para explicar la Santísima Trinidad. —
